PUBLIC QUESTION TIME – the Chairman adjourned the meeting for a short interval at this stage and invited questions/comments on Agenda Items only from Aughton residents present.

A resident from Long Lane raised the issue of the speeding traffic and heavy vehicles using the Lane and the suggestion from the representative from the Road Safety Partnership for the need to capture data in one form or another.

The Chairman said the matter was still ongoing and there would be a recommendation from the Finance Committee at a future monthly meeting, once all the options had been looked into.

A resident from Brookfield Lane gave his views on some planning consents,  loss of hedges and trees, loss of good quality arable land,  and the slow erosion of the Borough.

2022/0474 Stanley Arms Hotel, St Michael Road (Amendment) – members noted the amended design which seemed to address some of their previous concerns so, on balance, providing the proposal by way of design and materials would not harm the character of the Conservation Area and the Listed Building, the scheme of improvements was supported.
